	Subject: Social Problems
	
	Subject: World History:  Origins of Civilizations

	Period/Class: Hours 1
	
	Period/Class: Hours 2, 4 & 8

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	Objectives:  The students will be given an introduction to the necessary sociological terms needed for the course

Procedure:  (1) Be sure to collect all parental permission slips by classtime today. (2) Go over current events (3) Begin going over all of the sociological terminology related to this course (3) If ytime allows, begin the “10 Core Values” if time permits

Assign:  Cover textbooks for tomorrow and read & note pp. 2-9 for Friday (9-09)
	
	Objectives:  The students will finish learning about why we Americans study history and then will learn about the 5 types of history, the work of the historian, the prism of history and how to verify a historical document.

Procedure: (1) Do a quick review of the “10 Reasons” of why we as Americans study history  (2) Go into the types of history, the work of the historian and why the  “prism of history” is so important (3) Finish the introduction of the course with a discussion of dating, time, and the relativity of time
Assign: Read & Note pgs. 3-8 for Friday (9/09) and cover textbooks for tomorrow.
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	Objectives:  The students will finish learning about the “10 Core Values” and the introduction to Social problems and will then begin to learn about the origins of sociology and social problems and the part played by Karl Marx

Procedure: (1) Check textbooks for covers (2) Do a quick review followed by discussion of current events (3) Finish introductory material to the course. (4) Begin the origins of sociology & social problems & give a brief overview of Karl Marx in regards to social problems.

Assign: Read & note pgs. 2-9 for Friday (9/10)
	
	Objectives:  The students will quickly come to find out how much they remember concerning the “Intro. To History” and will learn about the “5 Civilizations” and the beginning of modern man

Procedure: (1) Review the material taught several days before with a quick answer review for individual extra credit (2) Check the reading assignment (pp. 3-8) (3) Check textbooks for covers (3) Go over the “5 Civilizations” (4) Begin to go over prehistory vs. history and the work of archaeologists.
Assign:  Read & Note pp. 3-8 for Friday (9/09)
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	Objectives:  The students will gain an understanding of the origins of sociology and social problems and will begin to understand the three major perspectives.
Procedure: (1) Do a quick review (2) Discuss current events (3) Check the students’ reading assignment (LS) (4) Finish going over background information and begin going over the Functionalist, Interactionist and Conflict theories in brief.
Assign: Read & note pgs. 2-9 for tomorrow (9/09) and Read & Note pages 9-16 for Tuesday  (9/13)
	
	Objectives:  The students will quickly come to find out how much they remember concerning the “Intro. To History” and will continue to learn about Prehistoric Man and his evolution into modern man and why the discovery of “Lucy” was so important.

Procedure: (1) Begin by reviewing last week’s material and begin going into greater detail concerning prehistoric man by discussing Lucy the Australopithecus and Neanderthals.

Assign: Read and note pages 3-8 for tomorrow and pp. 9-13 for Wednesday (9/14) study for the Quiz on Friday (9/16)
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	Objectives:  The students will continue to learn about the three sociological perspectives and how they relate to the creation of social problems and their evolution over time
Procedure:  (1) Do current events (2) Check students’ reading & noting assignment (3) Finish the perspectives overview (4) Discuss the evolu-tion of the way in which social problems are addressed & especially relate it to Functionalist & Conflict Theories (Karl Marx = Conflict)

Assign: Read and Note pages 9-16 for Tuesday (9/13) and study for a quiz Friday (9/16) through “Marx” on the Review/Study Guide 
	
	Objectives:  The students will continue to learn about prehistoric hominids and then about the Ice Ages that affected their development
Procedure: (1) Check the student reading and noting assignment (LS) (2) Continue to go over the origins and types of hominids with emphasis upon the Neanderthal and Cro-Magnon (3) Incorporate two short video clips on the aforementioned hominids

Assign: Read and note pages 9-13 for Wednesday (9/14) study for the Quiz on Friday (9/16)
